In regard to our application, served a month ago to Town Council, we are advised to give you notice of the request to
have King Street East from Stone Street and Charles Street closed for a special event ("Canada Celebrates - Multi
Cultural Food Festival") on August 12th. Barriers are to be put in place by 8:00am and removed by 4:00pm.

Some of the merchants within the block are asking for this event to be on the main block to draw visitors to our
downtown core. There is absolutely no activity taking place this summer on this block and we are urging you to consider
this opportunity to have the "Canada Celebrates - Multi Cultural Food Festival”. Many of the restaurants want to take
part in the Festival but feel if held in Town Park they can not. We are too far away and we do not have the staff to take
part in the events at Town Park nor do most of the people attending the events make their way up to us.

In the past, for four consecutive years, the Business Improvement Area (BIA) had the street closed for a very successful
event and was always granted approval. This year a Budget was passed by the BIA whereas the BIA will not be
supporting any events with the exception of the Santa Clause Parade. For this reason, we the businesses in this block
have to look after ourselves.

This year, the event organizers of "Canada Celebrates - Multi Cultural Food Festival" are bringing their event to
Gananoque and again, we are asking to have it in our core area. This is a special event organized by the Alzheimer’s
Society.

The organizers of the event have over 30 years in doing festivals that have included street closures. Their events team
include an Events Organizer with the City of Kingston and former Events Manager with Napanee BIA and former staff
person of our own BIA.

Policies & Procedures:

e Insurance certificate has already been submitted to the Town of Gananoque

e There will be no alcohol served as a part of the event

e This area has the best design for accessibility for patrons rather than the park

e A 21ft emergency variance will be open for any emergency vehicles to access on the street

e Barriers at each end of the street will have volunteers manning the posts

e Barriers are to be delivered for set up by the Town of Gananoque for closure at 8:00am the day of the event and
for pick-up at 4:00pm

e Arrangements will be made for waste disposal during and after the event

e Public notification of the road closure will be distributed 2 weeks prior to the event by the organizers

e Signs will be posted along routes into town 14 days prior to the event to indicate road closures, detours and
municipal parking areas

e Canopy style tenting will be set up along the curbside





Thank you for considering this request. We hope you can see the importance of this type of event to our downtown core,
in which has been done several times in the past, and in knowing that the organizers are knowledgeable in how and what
to do for such a request.

POLICY STATEMENT

The Town of Gananoque recognizes that persons with disabilities often go to a lot of trouble to
access our goods and services (for example, they may book accessible transit, or arrange for
someone to drive them to and/or from Town-owned and/or operated sites).

It is the policy of the Corporation of the Town of Gananoque to provide notice of service
disruptions when any facility, technology, or method that a person with a disability usually uses
to access our goods and services is temporarily unavailable or if expected to be temporarily
unavailable in the near future.

OBJECTIVE(S)

The objectives of this policy are to:
e QOutline where a notice of disruption will be posted and what information must be
included
e Describe the process of providing notice of an expected, planned service disruption
e Detail the process of providing notice of an unexpected service interruption

PROCEDURES

Notice of Temporary Disruptions

A notice of temporary disruption will be placed on the door at all public entrances and service
counters on Town premises. The notice will also be announced on the Town’s telephone voice
messaging service and be published on the Town’s web site. If needed, the notice will be
advertised in the local media. °

A Notice of Disruption must include the following information:
e Type of disruption
e Reason for disruption
e Anticipated duration of disruption
e Description of alternate facilities or services, if any
e Contact information

Planned Service Disruptions

It is possible that from time to time there will be disruptions in service such as elevator under
repair, renovations that limit access to an area, or technology that is temporarily unavailable,
etc. By providing notice, we can possibly save a person an unnecessary trip.

If a disruption in service is planned and expected, it is important to provide the public with a
reasonable notice. In this case, reasonable notice is defined as at least ten (10) business days in
advance, or as soon as possible if less than ten (10) business days.

It is the responsibility of the department directly affected by or responsible for the facility,
technology or method that is disrupted to communicate the disruption to the building

receptionist who will then be responsible for posting the notice in the prescribed areas.

Unplanned Service Disruptions

If a disruption in service is not planned and is unexpected, it is important to provide the public
with notice as soon as possible.

It is the responsibility of the department directly affected by or responsible for the facility,
technology or method that is disrupted to communicate the disruption to the building
receptionist who will then be responsible for posting the notice in the prescribed areas.
